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Advantages of this bible reading schedule:

There are many schedules for reading the bible once in a year. What is so
special about this one?

1.

Provides variety, avoids monotony:

Reading one section each from the NT, the OT history books, the OT
wisdom books, and the OT prophets. This provides some variety and
avoids monotony.

Having breaks in the schedule:

The schedule is arranged for 50 weeks per year and 6 days per week.
There is one extra day each week for catching up or for reviewing,
making this schedule easier to follow than others.

Flexibility:

This schedule divides the entire bible into four sections. Anyone having
difficulty reading the entire bible in a year can try reading only the NT,
or try other combinations such as NT plus wisdom books, NT plus
prophets, etc.

Can support daily devotions:
Scripture readings for daily devotions can be selected from the daily
passages.

Others:

If one likes to read the bible on a computer, then several versions can be
viewed in parallel (e.g., CUV, ESV, NET, YLT, and LTTV in parallel
using the e-Sword software). This helps avoid misunderstandings of the
textual meaning due to a particular translation.

The purpose of this reading schedule is to get an overview of the bible
passages, not to study each in detail. Therefore there is no need to read
each and every word. Rather it is like reading a newspaper. Some
repetitive or tedious parts may be skipped. This can help one finish daily
readings on schedule and gain some sense of accomplishment.

The main purpose is to “browse the bible once a year”. This helps us be
familiar with the bible, so that we may have good comprehension and
quick association whether in daily devotions, bible studies, or listening to
messages.
